What is a Noun?
A noun is a word that names a person, a place, a thing or an idea.
Ram (person), book (thing), Delhi (place), justice (idea) etc. 

Kinds of Noun
1. A common noun refers to a person, place, or thing but is not the name of a particular person, place, or thing. Examples are animal, sunlight, and happiness.
2. A proper noun is the name of a particular person, place, or thing; it usually begins with a capital letter: Mohan, Ram, India, and World War.
3. A collective noun is a noun that names a group of people or things; it should be singular or plural. : Flock, bunch, team, herd, public, colony.
4. Abstract Noun An abstract noun name is  a quality or an Idea, Event, Emotions, Concepts, States, Feelings.

Countable and Uncountable Noun:

1. A countable noun is a noun with both a singular and a plural form, and it names anything that you can count.
Example: Fan, Chair, Pen, Basket, Bat etc.

2. A uncountable noun is a noun that does not have a plural form and that can not be count.
Example: Sugar, Water, Gases, Petrol etc.
